Ops Lead/Secretary/Treasurer Chris Caputo Inventory Report and Forecast

We currently have 92x 100G participants, 1x 40G participant, and 323x 1/10G participants.

We currently have available:

Westin 7512: 68x 100G ports, 126x 1/10G ports, 1x slot available
Westin 7508: 32x 100G ports, 130x 1/10G ports, 0x slots available but 2x of the 1/10G cards are being 

phased out over time (through attrition) so they can become available for 100G as needed.
KOMO Plaza: 2x 100G ports, 42x 1/10G ports
Sabey: 2x 100G ports, 40x 1/10G ports
Spares: 1x 100G (36x) Jericho line card, 1x 1/10G (48x) Jericho line card, 7508 8-slot Jericho chassis

For 100G, additional 100G line cards are ~$14K but it will be years until we need to buy another, based on 
having 100x available ports at the Westin and recent 100G participant growth.  For 1/10G ports, I believe we are 
good for a multi-year foreseeable future with 256x 1/10G ports available at the Westin.
